Dear Parents/Caregivers 

Welcome to Team Two.  

We are delighted with the way the children are settling in and look forward to getting to know you over the year. 

This newsletter is to let you know how our week is organised and a few other basics that may be helpful. 

Swimming in Term One is a major part of our P.E. curriculum. Our swimming days are Wednesdays and Thursdays.  

It would be helpful to have children’s clothing and gear named as they often do not recognise left over items as 

their own.  Please write a note in your child’s homework book if they have a medical reason for not swimming.  

On Wednesday afternoon Swimsation will instruct those children involved and teachers will be responsible for the 

others.  On Thursday afternoons teachers will take all children.  

We begin Term One with an emphasis on coming together as a class as well as finding confidence as individuals.  

Our topic is accordingly titled My Voice is Powerful.  Children will develop the understanding that they can make a 

difference for themselves and others and of the benefits of working together.  In Team Two we have created 

‘Values Critters’ to go with the Steps to Success programme. They are Curiosity, Pride, Fair and Friendly, 

Responsibility and Respect (pictured in that order). 

 

Library Day is Thursday. Children are encouraged to visit the library on other days as well. The library opens at 

8.30 each morning and at lunchtime. 

The routine before school is for children to hang up their bag and bring in their book bag. We appreciate the 

homework book being signed so that we know the children have shown it to you. Please remind your child to 

show us any messages.
