Homework for Rooms 22, 23, 24 

 

Homework is a valuable independent learning opportunity for your child. The aim is for 

children to consolidate and revise work learnt at school.  We believe that homework is 

beneficial to your child’s learning and progress overall.  Your child should be spending a 

maximum of 30 minutes each day completing homework tasks (Monday-Thursday).  We 

appreciate that there will be times when your child will be unable to complete the 

homework due to other family commitments. Please use the homework book as a form of 

communication, therefore note when unable to complete any work.  The book needs to 

“live” in your child’s book bag along with their library and any reading books.  It needs 

to be at school each day.  

 

Homework activities to be completed each week:- 

 

Reading  15-20 minutes daily 

The teacher or child will select books at an appropriate independent level.  After reading, 

fill in the Reading Log, recording the title of the book and pages if a complete book has 

not been finished.  Please initial the Log at the end of each week. 

Reading to your child is an invaluable way for developing a love of books and deeper 

understanding of literature. 

Early in the week a poem with supporting activities will be sent home as a reading 

resource.  The activities will be part of our classroom programme. If work arrives home 

that is not completed, please encourage your child to finished it at home.  

 

Spelling 

Between five and ten words will be listed for learning and testing. Please record your 

child’s learning on the sheet provided. Levels are determined through regular assessment. 

 

Mathematics 

Numeracy skills will continue to be a focus throughout the year.  The support of your 

child in the learning of basic facts for quick recall is particularly beneficial. We also 

encourage parents to play recall games using a pack of cards. Often a weekly problem 

will be included. We encourage you to listen to your child as they talk about how they 

have solved it.    

 

Topic 

We encourage you to help your child find resources on our current topic so they can share 

information and the resource, back in the classroom.
