At this time of the year teachers are establishing routines, setting standards and encouraging independent work
habits. During the year we strive to ensure that your child is happy and stimulated within the classroom. To
achieve this we hope to create a hard working, supportive environment for the class to work in. Independence
and responsibility will be stressed at all times. Children will be expected to use initiative in their structured work,
class routines, duties and general conduct, both inside and outside the classroom. You can support your child by
encouraging them to be responsible for themselves e.g. organising time for them to complete their homework.

Term 1 Theme: “My Voice |Is Powerful”

This term our major curriculum health focus will be investigating how

we can empower ourselves to be the best we can while working together
with others! This integrated unit will focus on all four Health and

Physical Education curriculum strands with a major Social Studies focus.

Literacy
This term our focus is recount writing. Students will continue to develop their knowledge

of the features and structure of recounts while applying these in their writing.

Numeracy
This term our Advanced Numeracy Programme will continue to teach and revise Addition, Subtraction,

Multiplication, Division and Proportions and Ratios knowledge and strategies. It is important that your child
continues to practise their basic facts for homework, as speed and accuracy will support this programme at
school. This term our strand focuses are Statistical Investigations and Measurement.

Physical Education-Swimming Programme

As part of our swimming programme for 2010 we have been able to secure the expertise of the qualified
swimming instructors from Swimsation. Their swimming lessons are aimed at all age groups and abilities and
each lesson is tailored to the swimmer’s individual needs with a strong focus on water safety and fun.
Structured lessons are based on ability levels after an initial assessment of student’s swimming
ability. As the children achieve the goals required for them to learn the life skill of swimming,
Swimsation will provide all children with a certificate. These certificates have been designed to

ensure you as parents are kept up to date with your child’s progress.

—  We would like to offer the opportunity for your child to receive swimming instruction once a

week in the Swimsation Schools 8 week Programme. An additional lesson to support this

programme will be taken during the week by the classroom teacher. By providing one lesson a week

with a qualified instructor and one with the classroom teacher we feel this would provide a balanced programme

that caters for your child’s individual needs. We feel it is important to give our students the opportunity to learn
the life skill of swimming especially while living in a coastal community.




Many of our families have already paid for these lessons at the end of 2009. We strongly encourage all parents
if they have not done so already to enrol your child. The cost for 8 lessons is $28.00 per student, payable before
the first lesson on Wednesday 10" February. Please put money in a named envelope and forward to the
classroom teacher. Students will be involved in their class swimming programme. Each class has two swimming
sessions booked per week. Swimsation instructors will take lessons for Team 5 children every Wednesday and
our class lessons will be on Thursday. We recommend that students wear a swimming cap that they can put on
independently.

Thinking Skills
Infusion of thinking will be integrated through all curriculum areas.

Parent Information Evening

On Thursday 11 February from 7-00 pm to 7-40 pm our team will be meeting in the ICT Suite to give you
information about the year ahead. We strongly recommend that you come along as this is an excellent
opportunity for us to give you information about our team programmes, outdoor education organisation and our
expectations of your children. Please note this important date on your calendar and we look forward to seeing
you there.

Parent/Teacher Communication

We feel it is important to have effective communication between home and school. Often concerns can be
discussed and solved very effectively if you make an appointment to speak to your child’s teacher in the first
instance, and if necessary refer unresolved issues to Mrs Nicol. We value any feedback regarding your child.
