¾ Citizenship:  In order to develop possible options for contributing to the 

development and well -being of society and managing world issues, students 

need to understand themselves as citizens of New Zealand and the world.  

¾ Enterprise:  In order to recognise and seize opportunities, students need to 

explore what it means to be enterprising and entrepreneurial.  

¾ Globalisation:  Students need to develop an international outlook, for 

example, awareness of the trend towards internationalised employment.  

¾ Knowledge of Asia and the Pacific:  Students need to:  

Å recognise the economic impact of the Asia ðPacific region;  

Å develop their knowledge of the region and its countries;  

Å build connections with Asian and Pasifika community groups in New Zealand.  

¾ Learning languages:  Learning a second language enables students to cross 

cultural boundaries and think in a different frame of reference.  

¾ Financial capability:  Students need to develop sound understandings to 

enable them to make well -informed financial decisions in relation to their 

own values and goals.
